2) Orthopaedic Surgeons of < 45 years of age.
3) Over 5 years of experience in orthopedic surgery
4) More than 1 week of travelling fellowship program

 2) Submission of completion confirmation letter from visiting hospital within 3 months 
 3) Submission of training summary within 3 months of program completion or 
presentation of training summary during AFFAS conference
